'‘WORLD CLASS’ collection “in year” performance

2007/08 — Scottish collection rates — up by 0.4% on 2006/07
to 94.2%

Over 80% of all Councils improved (25 of 32 Councils)

No easy comparison because of impact of water charges

> Proportionality — Wales stood still at 96.6% (over 50% falling)
> England improved to 96.8% but by just 0.15 and nearly 30% fell
> Benefit Performance continued to improve across the board
